reminder of St.Gallen's past as a textile metropolis.

Stop at the photo spot and take your souvenir photo

with a stunning background over the city. Along the

way and at the next restaurant, you can enjoy a

magnificent view over the city of St.Gallen, which is

visibly surrounded by greenery, and as far as Lake

Constance. The Restaurant Falkenburg serves the well-

deserved main course. Take the loop through the

Bernegg Forest along the Panorama Trail and enjoy an

extra dose of stunning views and natural scenery. You

can get back to the centre of St.Gallen by taking the

stairs at Falkenburgweg or alternatively on the

Mühleggbahn funicular. The route continues to the

Citylounge, the red carpet of St.Gallen. The crowning

finale awaits in the Restaurant Brauwerk, the creative

brewery of Schützengarten. Enjoy the sweet dessert

with one of the many craft beers brewed locally by the

creative master brewers.
